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COACHES’ CODE OF ETHICS
The Coaches of the Richmond Hill Phoenix Baseball Club are the representatives of the program to parents, players, umpires, schools and the community at large. Each coach is expected to maintain a high level of integrity and professionalism both on and off the field. The performance of a coach is measured not only by the number of wins or losses, but also considers what the players are taught in terms of technique, good sportsmanship and fair play.
The following is a Code of Ethics to be followed by the Coaches of the Richmond Hill Phoenix Baseball Club:

1. Demonstrate fair play and sportsmanship to all participants, game officials and parents.

2. Know, understand and appreciate the rules of the game of baseball.

3. Maintain self-control at all times when participating in baseball games.

4. Provide a fun and safe playing environment for all participants.

5. Place the emotional and physical well-being of participants ahead of the desire to win.

6. Treat all participants as individuals.
7. Exhibit proper ethical behaviour while interacting with players, coaches, umpires, league officials and parents/guardians at practices and games. The use of foul or abusive language is strictly prohibited.

8. Provide a sports environment for all teams that is free of drugs, alcohol or tobacco within the confines of the playing field and refrain from their use at all baseball events.

9. Treat each player, opposing coach, umpire, league official and parent/guardian with the utmost respect and dignity.

10. Remember that the game is for the players and not the adults.

11. Enjoy the baseball experience by doing whatever is necessary for being a respectful fan, including assisting and supporting all coaches, umpires and officials involved with the Richmond Hill Phoenix Baseball program. 
12. Be reasonable in demands on the players and participants, remembering that they are not professional baseball players.
13. Most importantly, accept victory with humility and defeat with grace. Be neither boastful nor bitter.
